eDischarges Project Background:

A Project Board mandated to direct the project was established in late 2006 and, acknowledging the importance of stakeholder engagement in the development of a successful system, representatives of the Law Society, the Irish Mortgage Council, the Revenue Commissioners and the Companies Registration Office were invited onto the board.  

In partnership with the Law Society and Irish Mortgage Council, the PRA soon developed a model for the new eDischarges process. 

A number of fundamental principles were agreed by the stakeholders at an early stage in the project:

· eDischarge applications would be lodged by the lender

· An online application would be completed and submitted electronically – there would be no paper in the process

· The system would enable notification of the completion of the discharge to solicitors whose e-mail address will be supplied by the lodging party

· The cancellation of charges from the land register would be “Automated” rather than “Automatic” – the PRA would continue to sign off on the cancellation of charges from the register

· eDischarges will only deal with full discharges of registered charges.

The eDischarges process will be governed by a new set of Rules, S.I. 326 of 2008, which came into effect on 1st September 2008.

There will be no fee for processing an eDischarge application. A new Fees Order S.I. No. 52 of 2009 came into effect on March 2nd 2009.
